Description Of Courses On Offer 

(please note ages given are just a guideline – flexibility is offered depending on ability)  

 

Futures Mini Tennis (aged 7 and under)  It is played on smaller courts with shorter rackets and softer balls. It’s just 

like the real thing and will give you the chance to have long rallies and play different types of shots, which should be 

lots of fun. 

Futures Midi Tennis (aged 8 -10) It is played on slightly larger courts than red ball, with bigger rackets and balls that 

are not as soft as red balls. It’s the next stage to go through before you start playing on a full sized court and it will 

help players develop all the different shots, providing fun competition. 

 

Challenger Junior  Tennis (aged 11 – 13) Play takes place on a full-size tennis court using green or full tennis balls 

depending on age/ability.  Skills are taught/further refined with the emphasis on fun.   

 

World Tour Teen Tennis (aged 14-17 years old) Develop individual game styles, lots of drilling, and loads of fun!  A 

match play element is introduced into every session.
