Location

Situated in idyllic surrounds, we are at the bottom of Victoria Road,
between the Leeds-Liverpool canal and the river Aire. We have
ample car parking and are less than 5 minutes walk from Saltaire
train station (Airedale line from Leeds and Bradford); or a pleasant
cycle ride along the canal bank, with easy access to the club.

Courts

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Junior Membership

Starting at just £10 per year, juniors can play at Salts after school
until 6pm and ALL Friday evening. There is NO ‘pay to play’ cost
for members. You only pay if you wish to receive coaching from
our head coach Richard Senior. Junior members are also provided
with reduced costs and money-off vouchers for coaching courses
throughout the year.

Tennis Coaching

We have a comprehensive coaching program, with ‘Mini Tennis’
junior coaching from 5 years old. We run weekly junior coaching
courses all year round, with tennis camps in the school holidays.
Adult coaching is on Wednesdays, along with parents and juniors
activities. Individual lessons are also available.

Adult Membership

Full membership is only £122 pounds per year, but this is
substantially reduced for full time students, the unwaged, retired,
and country members (members living more than 10 miles from the
club). Social tennis is played on Wednesdays, Fridays, Saturdays
and Sundays. During the summer, we organise a number of well
attended social events (see Club website for details).

Competitive team tennis

We have fourteen junior and adult teams, playing at a variety of
levels, from beginner to expert, in local and county leagues.
